The selection of log and corner type has a
large impact on the building’s look and style.

Everyone knows the traditional round
log cabin with long standard cross
corners. It has a massive personality.

A more modern look is achieved by
using rectangular logs and short
corners. When colored to match the
rest of the building, the corners are
almost unnoticeable.

Rectangular logs and cage corners
recreate the atmosphere of traditional
wooden houses, especially if the color
of the corners stands out from the wall
coloring.

Logs have a noticeable effect of the building’s appearance,
but logs also have other important properties. It is a
superior insulation material and regulates the humidity and
temperature of inside air.

Honka rectangular logs

Honka rectangular logs are always laminated, meaning
that the log was made by gluing several pieces of timber
together. This brings the durable heartwood to the
surface. Laminated logs crack, twist and settle much less.

Honka round logs

The smallest round logs are solid logs planed out of a
single tree trunk. Thicker logs may also be laminated.
This brings them the good qualities inherent in
rectangular logs.

Raw materials

Honka logs are manufactured from first-rate Nordic pine and pre-cut to the correct size using
Finnish techniques developed for the purpose. Honka has been a trailblazer in production
methods for the entire industry.

Development

Honka continually tests and develops log profiles to improve the buildings’ insulation properties.
As a result, Honka homes are better insulated than traditionally manufactured log houses, which
means lower heating costs.

In reality, a cross corner consists of two parts: the visible part, which is the
corner, and the hidden part, which is hte notch. Both are important for the
building.

Corner
The corner is the visible part of a cross corner. It has a big impact on the building’s

appearance and character. In order to provide the perfect corners for every house,
Honka has developed an entire range of them.

Notch

In a finished house the wedge notches of the cross corners are hidden but they are
tremendously important for insulation and thus comfort indoors.

Honka has developed many innovative notch types, such as the ball notch and wedge
notch. Every log type has a perfectly matching notch type. Sound structures are created
by selecting the best combination of logs and notches. A tight construction means less
draught and more savings in heating costs.
